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REAL ID Extended

to May 7, 2025

The Department of Homeland Security
extended the REAL ID deadline to
May 7, 2025. The REAL ID Act established
minimum security standards for state-
issued driver’s licenses and identification
cards and prohibits Federal agencies from
accepting for official purposes licenses
and identification cards from states
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that do not meet these standards. Beginning

May 7, 2025, every state and territory resident will need to present
a REAL ID compliant license/ID, or another acceptable form
of ID for boarding commercial aircraft, accessing Federal
facilities and entering nuclear plants. The Transportation Security
Administration (TSA) considers a current passport or military
ID acceptable identification for boarding an aircraft. For more
information on Kentucky’s REAL ID compliant license, visit Drive.ky.gov.

Ice dams can result in problems

cicles hanging from the roof
might make a perfect setting for a
painting - a winter wonderland,
no doubt. But what if they are ice
dams? Well, that’s another story.

Ice dams form when warm air from
inside your home melts snow on your
roof. It refreezes at the eaves, creating
a dam. As melting and freezing con-
tinue, water pools behind the dam and
could eventually leak into your home,
resulting in costly water damage.

Ice dams are a battle you don’t want
to fight. Protect your roof and your
wallet by taking the necessary steps to
prevent ice dams from forming.

Ice dams are a headache for home-
owners. They look unsightly and can
cause serious damage to your roof and
house structure. Without proper insu-
lation, warm air from inside the house
leaks into the attic and melts snow on
the roof.

This melted snow refreezes at the
colder eaves - creating an ice dam -

which forces its way under the shin-
gles and finds holes in the roof deck-
ing. Suddenly, you have water drip-
ping into your attic. You can avoid this
nightmare by making sure your house
is properly insulated. It could save you
trouble and money in the future.

AAA recommends these steps:

* Increase attic ventilation through
the use of soffit and ridge vents
to help circulate air through the
attic, ensuring a consistent tem-
perature.

* Examine your insulation to make
sure it’s not blocking the vents
and check its depth.

* Prevent heat from escaping into
your attic by ensuring all attic
ducts are sealed and properly
insulated, and any exhaust fans
lead outdoors, not to the attic.

* Consult a professional if your
attic is a living space, you need
vents installed or insulation
added.

It’s important to take steps to pre-
vent ice dams from forming in the first
place. One of the best ways is to make
sure your attic insulation is adequate
and properly installed.

Keeping the bottom couple of feet
of roof and gutters clear of snow can
help minimize ice dam formation, but
it’s not a foolproof solution. If you do
find yourself with major ice dams, do
not attempt to remove them yourself
or get up on your roof. Instead, call
for a professional with experience in
removing ice dams safely and effec-
tively - just be sure to ask about their
methods first, as chipping or sawing
away at the ice can cause damage to
shingles. Prevention is key when it
comes to avoiding costly repairs down
the line.

Don'’t let ice dams lead to winter
blues. If you notice water damage or
leaks coming into your home, acting
quickly is key. Contact your insurance
provider as soon as possible.
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Porch pirates primed to take packages
Steps to protect you from thieves lurking neighborhoods

yber Monday Kkicks off the
busy season for more than
just online retailers and deliv-
ery services. It also opens
high season for porch pirates.

Of course, thieves who steal pack-
ages from homes operate year-round,
but they’re particularly active during
the holidays. If you order gifts online,
you risk becoming one of their vic-
tims. But there are ways to protect
your purchases, including:

Have your packages delivered to a
secure location - Many retailers allow
you to opt for in-store pickup when
you order online. You also can have
packages sent to a UPS store or U.S.
Postal Service (USPS) office, designat-
ed brick-and-mortar retailers, or to an
Amazon Locker facility. Your apart-
ment complex’s leasing office also
might accept packages.

Sign up for delivery alerts - Some
retailers will send you an email or text
when your package is dropped off,
and most delivery services have apps
that allow you to track packages. That
way, you can make sure you are home
to receive the package or you can ask a
neighbor to collect it for you.

Install a security camera - A front-
door camera alone might discourage

package pirates. Even if it doesn’t, it
will record the theft and give you evi-
dence to bolster any claim you make.
Place a lockbox at your doorstep -
This large container can be bolted to
your property. After placing a package
inside, a delivery person can secure it

with a combination lock. If a package
is stolen, you have a few avenues for
resolution, including:

Contact the retailer who sold you
the item - Many sellers will provide
a replacement or refund if you call
customer service and explain what

happened.

File a claim with the delivery ser-
vice - If the retailer doesn’t respond or
attempt to resolve the issue, you can
reach out to the outfit that delivered
the package. FedEx, UPS, DHL and
the USPS allow you to submit a claim
for lost, damaged or delayed packages.

Call your credit card company -
Most credit cards provide purchase
protection, which reimburses you for
items that are damaged or stolen, as
long as you paid for the item entirely
on the card and file the claim within
a certain number of days of the pur-
chase. Some high-value items aren’t
covered, though, and some credit card
companies require you to file a police
report or insurance claim first.

Talk to your insurance agent - A
package stolen from your porch was
on your property, so it is covered by
your homeowners or rental insurance.
However, your deductible applies if
you file a claim, as do any limits on
certain items.

Tragedies up importance of Move Over law

Not taking precaution leading to deaths of emergency responders

low down! And move over!

It’s a simple request, one that
drivers should have no trouble
following, particularly as the

holiday season approaches. Too often,
it’s ignored, especially when it comes to
roadside-assistance workers.

An average of 24 emergency respond-
ers, including tow providers, are struck
and killed by vehicles while working at
the roadside each year - meaning some-
one is killed, on average, every other
week.

In 2019, 44 emergency responders in
the U.S. - including 14 tow-truck drivers
- died after being hit as they were work-
ing by the roadside.

Startling data from the AAA
Foundation for Traffic Safety finds that
among drivers who do not comply
with Move Over laws, 42% thought this
behavior was somewhat or not danger-
ous to emergency-roadside workers. This
demonstrates that drivers may not real-
ize how risky it is for those working or
stranded along highways near moving
traffic.

To protect these individuals, AAA and
other traffic-safety advocates worked
tirelessly to get Move Over laws passed in
all 50 states and the District of Columbia.
Yet, the AAA Foundation finds that near-
ly a quarter of those surveyed (23%) are
unaware of the Move Over law in the
state in which they live.

Meanwhile, among those who are

aware of their state’s Move Over laws,
15% report not understanding the
potential consequences for violating the
law.

The cost of fines varies from state to
state, but they can be expensive. Penalty
points could be added, as well as a misde-
meanor charge for failure to move over or
slow down when approaching an emer-
gency vehicle, tow truck, utility vehi-
cle or road-maintenance vehicle with

flashing lights on the side of the road.

These tragic accidents extend beyond
tow providers and emergency respond-
ers. More than 1,600 people have been
struck and killed while outside a disabled
vehicle since 2015.

Drivers are increasingly distracted
while driving. Previous AAA Foundation
research found that motorists are as
much as four times as likely to crash if
they are talking on a cell phone while

driving and eight times as likely to be in
a crash if texting.

AAA clubs have participated in edu-
cational initiatives regarding Move
Over laws by creating public-service
announcements and contacting state
officials. AAA is committed to raising
awareness of Move Over laws and the
dangers associated with working at the
roadside.

These laws require drivers to move
over one lane or slow down when
approaching an incident where tow
providers, police, firefighters or emer-
gency-medical-service crews are working
at the roadside. Many states also have
expanded their laws to cover vehicles
like utility and municipal fleets, as well
as disabled vehicles.

To protect roadside workers, drivers
with disabled vehicles and others, AAA
offers these precautionary tips:

e Remain alert, avoid distractions

and focus on the task of driving.

* Keep an eye out for situations where
emergency vehicles, tow trucks,
utility-service vehicles or disabled
vehicles are stopped on the side of
the road.

* When you see these situations,
slow down and, if possible, move
over one lane and away from the
people and vehicles stopped on the
side of the road.

activities included whitewater rafting
and hiking in the rainforest.

Also in Guanacaste is the Westin
Reserve Conchal, a golf and tennis resort
with a lagoon-style pool. It’s a quiet-
er resort and it provides golf carts. The
only downside to me was the vendors
on the beach, but the shoppers liked
it! Next door is the upscale W Hotel
Reserva Conchal, with its unique rooms,
including the stunning Sunset Treehouse

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Winter chill can put battery in a bind

AAA replacements rellable, ease your concerns

t shouldn’t be assumed the

2023-24 winter season will be sim-

ilar to last season’s. It’s likely snow

and colder temperatures could be
on the horizon. Frigid wind-chills and
icy conditions add to the wear and tear
on vehicles, particularly batteries.

It’s an ideal time to have your car’s
battery tested to be assured it’s ready
for the upcoming winter season.
Batteries are delicate and could lose
charge with the first wave of chilly
conditions. Cold and damp weather
can take a toll on an electrical system
overburdened by defrosts, windshield
wipers and lights. It’s never too early
to be prepared.

Lead-acid batteries’ lifespans
depend on a variety of factors, but only
30% of new ones will last three years.
Batteries must work under tempera-
ture extremes and withstand constant
shocks and vibrations.

It might seem as if batteries that
are used less often should have better
lifespans, but that isn’t always the case.
Batteries could drain more quickly if
the car is driven 20 minutes or fewer,
causing the battery never to fully
charge. Batteries that are deeply dis-
charged or rest idly for long periods of
time are more vulnerable to sulfation,
a buildup of lead-sulphate crystals, the
primary cause of premature-battery
failure.

Jasper National Park is more than
2 million acres and the largest of its
kind in the Canadian Rockies. The
limestone walls of Maligne Canyon,
Angel Glacier, Spirit Island, Miette Hot

Springs and Cavell Meadows highlight
the park’s beauty.

Snow-covered mountains reflect off
the turquoise waters of Lake Louise in
Banff National Park. Witness glaciers,
azure lakes and crashing waterfalls. The
summer season allows visitors to bike,
hike, fish and mountain climb. Scuba
dive to see a submerged Victorian resort
village in Lake Minnewanka.

Cross the border into Montana.
A nature theme continues at Glacier
National Park, where spring wild-
flowers, autumn leaves or winter

wonderlands surround more than
700 lakes. Conquer the curves of Going-
to-the-Sun Road but do it with caution.

Scorching lava, cinder and spat-
tered cones, and rock bombs transport
visitors to another universe at Craters
of the Moon National Monument in
Idaho. Short trails send visitors up the
windy Inferno Cone to catch a glimpse
of the Great Rift.

Route 93 becomes known as Great
Basin Highway in Nevada. Towns are
scarce, but the history is deep. Stop
by Pioche’s Million Dollar Courthouse

or Caliente’s Mission Revival rail-
road depot. Ward Charcoal Ovens is
six still-standing beehive kilns used to
make charcoal for smelters in the 1870s.

Great Basin National Park redefines
remote road trip. Located off Route 50
- aka “The Loneliest Road in America”
- travelers can see thousand-year-old
Bristlecone pines and stalactites in
Lehman Caves. It’s lack of light pollu-
tion provides the best visibility of the
Milky Way in the continental U.S.

Lights shine no brighter than in Las
Vegas. See a show, visit its laundry list
of museums, take a seat at a gaming
table or just absorb its decadence. Stop
by Hoover Dam when leaving. It’s well
worth it.

The Titan Missile Museum in
Sahuarita, Arizona once was one of the
most-secret sites in America. The gal-
lery is all that remains of the 54 Titan
1T missile silos that were the first line of
defense against nuclear attacks during
the Cold War. Tours take guests under-
ground to the control center and to the
silo to see the Titan.

The trip concludes in Nogales - on
both sides of the border. The Hilltop
Gallery ranks among the finest stops.
It’s exhibited artists from both coun-
tries for more than five decades. A his-
toric ceremony on the Arizona side
observes Dia De Los Muertos - a two-
day holiday that reunites the living
with the dead.

Route 93 - it borders on perfection.
