REAL ID Extended

to May 7, 2025

The Department of Homeland Security
extended the REAL ID deadline to May 7,
2025. The REAL ID Act established min-
imum security standards for state-issued
driver’s licenses and identification cards and
prohibits Federal agencies from accepting
for official purposes licenses and iden-
tification cards from states that do not
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meet these standards. Beginning May 7,

2025, every state and territory resident will need to present a REAL
ID compliant license/ID, or another acceptable form of ID for board-
ing commercial aircraft, accessing Federal facilities and entering
nuclear plants. The Transportation Security Administration (TSA)
considers a current passport or military ID acceptable identifica-
tion for boarding an aircraft. For more information on New York’s
REAL ID-compliant license, visit dmv.ny.gov.

Tragedies up importance of Move Over law

Not taking precaution leading to deaths of emergency responders

low down! And move over!

It’s a simple request, one that
drivers should have no trouble
following, particularly as the

holiday season approaches. Too often,
it’s ignored, especially when it comes to
roadside-assistance workers.

An average of 24 emergency respond-
ers, including tow providers, are struck
and killed by vehicles while working at
the roadside each year - meaning some-
one is killed, on average, every other
week.

In 2019, 44 emergency responders in
the U.S. - including 14 tow-truck drivers
- died after being hit as they were work-
ing by the roadside.

Startling data from the AAA
Foundation for Traffic Safety finds that
among drivers who do not comply
with Move Over laws, 42% thought this
behavior was somewhat or not danger-
ous to emergency-roadside workers. This
demonstrates that drivers may not real-
ize how risky it is for those working or
stranded along highways near moving
traffic.

To protect these individuals, AAA and
other traffic-safety advocates worked
tirelessly to get Move Over laws passed in
all 50 states and the District of Columbia.
Yet, the AAA Foundation finds that near-
ly a quarter of those surveyed (23%) are
unaware of the Move Over law in the
state in which they live.

Meanwhile, among those who are

aware of their state’s Move Over laws,
15% report not understanding the
potential consequences for violating the
law.

The cost of fines varies from state to
state, but they can be expensive. Penalty
points could be added, as well as a misde-
meanor charge for failure to move over or
slow down when approaching an emer-
gency vehicle, tow truck, utility vehi-
cle or road-maintenance vehicle with

flashing lights on the side of the road.

These tragic accidents extend beyond
tow providers and emergency respond-
ers. More than 1,600 people have been
struck and killed while outside a disabled
vehicle since 2015.

Drivers are increasingly distracted
while driving. Previous AAA Foundation
research found that motorists are as
much as four times as likely to crash if
they are talking on a cell phone while

driving and eight times as likely to be in
a crash if texting.

AAA clubs have participated in edu-
cational initiatives regarding Move
Over laws by creating public-service
announcements and contacting state
officials. AAA is committed to raising
awareness of Move Over laws and the
dangers associated with working at the
roadside.

These laws require drivers to move
over one lane or slow down when
approaching an incident where tow
providers, police, firefighters or emer-
gency-medical-service crews are working
at the roadside. Many states also have
expanded their laws to cover vehicles
like utility and municipal fleets, as well
as disabled vehicles.

To protect roadside workers, drivers
with disabled vehicles and others, AAA
offers these precautionary tips:

e Remain alert, avoid distractions

and focus on the task of driving.

* Keep an eye out for situations where
emergency vehicles, tow trucks,
utility-service vehicles or disabled
vehicles are stopped on the side of
the road.

* When you see these situations,
slow down and, if possible, move
over one lane and away from the
people and vehicles stopped on the
side of the road.

Slow down! And move over! It could

save a life.

Also in Guanacaste is the Westin
Reserve Conchal, a golf and tennis resort
with a lagoon-style pool. It’s a quiet-
er resort and it provides golf carts. The
only downside to me was the vendors
on the beach, but the shoppers liked
it! Next door is the upscale W Hotel
Reserva Conchal, with its unique rooms,
including the stunning Sunset Treehouse
Room, with views of the mangrove forest

from your private balcony!

What was my favorite and most
unexpected experience? Tamarindo. We
toured the Tamarindo Diria - one of the
most iconic beach resorts. This charming
resort is on Costa Rica’s most famous
beach, so you can enjoy 1.8 miles of
white sand just a few steps from your
room.

My choice for romance, celebrations
and honeymoons is the Casa Chameleon
at Las Catalinas. The rooms are spacious
with plunge pools and the food is out of
this world.

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Winter chill can put battery in a bind

t shouldn’t be assumed the

2023-24 winter season will be sim-

ilar to last season’s. It’s likely snow

and colder temperatures could be
on the horizon. Frigid wind-chills and
icy conditions add to the wear and tear
on vehicles, particularly batteries.

It’s an ideal time to have your car’s
battery tested to be assured it’s ready
for the upcoming winter season.
Batteries are delicate and could lose
charge with the first wave of chilly
conditions. Cold and damp weather
can take a toll on an electrical system
overburdened by defrosts, windshield
wipers and lights. It’s never too early
to be prepared.

Lead-acid batteries’ lifespans
depend on a variety of factors, but only
30% of new ones will last three years.
Batteries must work under tempera-
ture extremes and withstand constant
shocks and vibrations.

It might seem as if batteries that
are used less often should have better
lifespans, but that isn’t always the case.
Batteries could drain more quickly if
the car is driven 20 minutes or fewer,
causing the battery never to fully
charge. Batteries that are deeply dis-
charged or rest idly for long periods of
time are more vulnerable to sulfation,
a buildup of lead-sulphate crystals, the
primary cause of premature-battery
failure.

electricity to control multiple onboard
computers and powertrain features,
such as stop-start technology, heated
seats, wireless hotspots and video dis-
plays that keep the vehicle running
smoothly. Reduced hours of daylight
result in more use of headlights and
heating - all of which take tolls on the
battery’s power reserve.

They come in different shapes and
sizes. They can be found in urban and
rural surroundings. They share a com-
monality: providing jaw-dropping set-
tings.

Many of the tallest skyscrapers in the
U.S. feature observatories. A myriad of
natural landmarks incorporate them to
enhance the viewing experience.

Skydeck Chicago sits on the 103rd
floor of the Willis Tower. Ascend to the
top of the edifice by elevator in 60 sec-
onds, where you can enjoy 360-degree
views of downtown, as well as Michigan,
Indiana and Wisconsin. Test your fear
of heights by walking into a glass-win-
dowed room that juts out from the build-
ing. Just don’t look down.

One of the most iconic cities in the
world, New York is teeming with urban

scenery. The Top of the Rock Observation
Deck magnifies the Big Apple. Located
atop the Comcast Building in Rockefeller
Center Plaza - aka 30 Rock - the deck
extends beyond its 66 stories, offering
views of landmark buildings like the
Empire State Building, One World Tower
and Central Park.

Few places light up brighter than the
Las Vegas Strip. The town sparkles under
a dark sky in the desert. SkyPod at The
Strat stands more than 1,100 feet high
and boasts a pair of observation decks.

Stand or have a seat. It’s the tallest free-
standing observation tower in the U.S.,
offering clear views of the Strip and the
Las Vegas Valley.

One World Observatory sits near the
top of One World Trade Center - the
tallest building in the U.S. - and is a
reflection on the historical events of
9/11. Located on the 102nd floor, it has
multiple levels of sweeping views of the
Manhattan skyline.

Not all decks are found in the city.
Clingmans Dome Observation Tower is a

mountain peak within the Great Smokey
Mountain range in Gatlinburg. The high-
est point in Tennessee, the deck provides
360-degree views of majestic rural land-
scape.

Seattle’s skyline is considered one of
the most beautiful in the U.S. Skyscrapers
share real estate with the Space Needle -
an iconic structure built in 1962. It’s sci-fi
appearance is complemented by a deck
that sits more than 500 feet high. See the
downtown skyline, Mount Rainier, the
Cascade Mountains and the islands of
the Puget Sound.

Absorb breathtaking views of the
Grand Canyon from Eagle Point Skywalk
- a pedestrian walkway shaped like a
horseshoe to extend over the canyon’s
ledge. Visitors walk over a glass floor and
peer down into the depths of the gorge.

One Liberty Observation Deck - aka
Philly From The Top - is on the 57th floor
of One Liberty Building. See sights from
as far as 40 miles away as you navigate
the deck.

U.S. Bank Tower is the tallest building
in Los Angeles and its OUE Skyspace LA
observation deck stands more than 1,000
feet above the city. There are indoor and
outdoor regions that provide stunning
views of the city, Hollywood Hills and
beyond.

It’s impossible to say no to an observa-
tion deck. No matter where you look, the
eyes have it.

Life is a highway on 15,000-mile roadway

Pan-America Highway navigates from top of globe to bottom

he best vacations often are
ones as simple as hopping in a
vehicle to take off and see the
U.S., one mile at a time.

There are a bevy of choices. Pacific
Coast Highway quickly comes to mind.
So does Route 66, Great River Road and
Florida Highway 1. But these are only a
snapshot of the thousands of miles of
pavement throughout the interconti-
nental 48 states that offer never-ending
stories, as well as sights.

For travelers eager to conquer a
serious challenge, the Pan-American
Highway awaits. It’s the ultimate road
trip - stretching 15,000 miles from
Alaska to Argentina and it passes
through 14 countries - making it the
longest road in the world.

In North America, it takes you
through the U.S., Canada, Mexico,
Guatemala, El Salvador, Honduras,
Nicaragua, Costa Rica and Panama.
And it passes through Colombia,
Ecuador, Peru, Chile and Argentina in
South America.

It’s the trip of a lifetime - one
that would take likely a year to com-
plete, but decades of memories await.
Choosing to navigate only parts of it is
priceless.

Travelers venture onto side roads and
often face detours. An endless number
of unique towns, sights and historic

destinations make it a peerless bucket
list journey. A trip could cover as many
as 30,000 miles once completed.

Most who travel this highway
do so in nine months to two years,
depending on where they begin and
conclude. A section between Panama
and Colombia can’t be crossed by

vehicle. Environmental reasons make
the Darien Gap unpassable. The only
way across is by ship. The cost to have a
vehicle transported can cost as much as
$1,000, depending on its size.
Hundreds of stops await. See sights
your eyes could never have imagined.
Climate and geographic changes

will wow senses. Witness glaciers, trop-
ical beaches, polar bears and monkeys.
Traverse the Andes Mountains - the
longest range in the world. Learn about
the cultures of other countries. Taste
their food, meet their people and make
a few friends.

Begin inside the Arctic Circle. You'll
cross from Alaska into Canada before
returning to the U.S. Spectacular land-
scapes, small towns with huge person-
alities and big cities like Los Angeles,
San Diego, Las Vegas and San Antonio
are awaiting your visit.

See a number of wildlife species,
sit on beautiful beaches and touch
ancient structures. Allow your curiosi-
ties to serve as your compass and take
hundreds of photographs along the
way.

The Pan-American Highway twists
and turns its way from the Arctic
Circle to not far from Antarctica. It’s
a trailblazing path, where history and
Mother Nature spin tales that could fill
a library of novels.

See it all on one trip or navigate parts
that pique your interests. Either way,
it’s unlikely you ever will experience
anything like it. Check that. You never
will experience anything like it.

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Sun always shining on Mexico hotspot
Cancun blessed with flawless beaches and attractions

t’s a city synonymous with vaca-
tioning. It might as well come
with the label “resort town.”

This is Cancun - a Mexican
town best described as a beach with
an island in the center. Once a place
where Mayan emperors visited for rest
and relaxation, it now is a destination
where millions of travelers visit annu-
ally in search of the same results.

The cosmopolitan-resort town
is perched on the limestone shelf of
Mexico’s Yucatan Peninsula and is one
the most popular vacation spots in the
world. Cancun breathes life into those
eager to escape their daily grinds. Blue
skies mesh with puffy clouds and a
radiant sun to create the perfect get-
away cocktail.

Luxury hotels populate the Hotel
Zone, a seahorse-shaped oasis connect-
ed by a pair of causeways and flanked
by the tranquil Nichupte Lagoon and
the restless Caribbean Sea. People-
watchers stroll the palm-fringed prom-
enade that hugs the pure shoreline.

Cancun boasts 12 miles of beach
that snuggle with turquoise waters and
white sand.

Without proper insu-
lation, warm air from inside the house
leaks into the attic and melts snow on
the roof.

This melted snow refreezes at the
colder eaves - creating an ice dam -
which forces its way under the shin-
gles and finds holes in the roof deck-
ing. Suddenly, you have water drip-
ping into your attic. You can avoid this
nightmare by making sure your house
is properly insulated. It could save you
trouble and money in the future.

burn feet thanks to its limestone com-
position that doesn’t absorb heat.
Cancun established its reputation
as a resort town on the shoulders of
Playa Ballenas, a magnificent white-
sand beach. Boogie-boarders flock
to Las Perlas, and Playa Tortugas is a
popular public beach and a departure
point to sleepy Isla Mujeres of Island

of Women.

One of the most idyllic spots in the
Caribbean, Cancun is home to a turtle
sanctuary, the remains of a notori-
ous pirate’s lair and the Cave of the
Sleeping Sharks. Vicious Tiger sharks
lay motionless 65-feet below the sur-
face, a phenomenon caused by the
cave’s oxygen-rich water, which serves

as a narcotic on the soporific sharks.

Schools of dazzling blue neons
hover around Cancun’s clear waters
among the rocks and piers. The other-
worldly Underwater Museum features
more than 500 life-sized figures in two
locations.

Bargain for authentic Mexican
handicrafts, silver and Maya-inspired
art and designer clothing. Most open-
air markets are located in El Centro,
the downtown area. Mercados on
Tulum Avenue is an ideal place to hone
your bargaining skills.

Cancun’s nightlife ranks among the
best in the Caribbean. Visit a multi-
tude of nightclubs, pubs and other
establishments. See a show; perhaps
Cirque du Soleil-style acrobats, celebri-
ty impersonators or costumed dancers.
The options seem endless.

Step away from the hustle and bus-
tle and visit nearby Mayan archaeo-
logical sites, including El Ray that is
located not far from the resort area.
Chichen-Itza is about 120 miles south-
west of the city and covers six-square
miles. It’s dominated by the Kulkulkan
step pyramid, which functions as a
giant solar calendar. During equinox,
sunlight sends an image of a serpent
undulating down the temple walls.

Beaches, resorts and good times are
associated with Cancun. It’s a trifecta
that never disappoints.

the use of soffit and ridge vents
to help circulate air through the
attic, ensuring a consistent tem-
perature.

* Examine your insulation to make
sure it’s not blocking the vents
and check its depth.

e Prevent heat from escaping into

your attic by ensuring all attic
ducts are sealed and properly
insulated, and any exhaust fans
lead outdoors, not to the attic.

* Consult a professional if your
attic is a living space, you need
vents installed or insulation
added.

It’s important to take steps to pre-
vent ice dams from forming in the first
place. One of the best ways is to make
sure your attic insulation is adequate
and properly installed.

Keeping the bottom couple of feet
of roof and gutters clear of snow can
help minimize ice dam formation, but
it’s not a foolproof solution. If you do
find yourself with major ice dams, do
not attempt to remove them yourself
or get up on your roof. Instead, call
for a professional with experience in
removing ice dams safely and effec-
tively - just be sure to ask about their
methods first, as chipping or sawing
away at the ice can cause damage to
shingles. Prevention is key when it
comes to avoiding costly repairs down
the line.

Don’t let ice dams lead to winter
blues. If you notice water damage or
leaks coming into your home, acting
quickly is key. Contact your insurance
provider as soon as possible and review
your plan’s coverage for ice dam dam-
age. While many policies have this pro-
tection, there could be exclusions, so
it’s important to double-check. With
a little bit of research, you can keep
winter worries at bay.
