to May 7, 2025

The Department of Homeland Security
extended the REAL ID deadline to
May 7, 2025. The REAL ID Act established
minimum security standards for state-
issued driver’s licenses and identification
cards and prohibits Federal agencies from
accepting for official purposes licenses and
identification cards from states that do not

every state and territory resident will need to present a REAL ID compliant
license/ID, or another acceptable form of I for boarding commercial
aircraft, accessing Federal facilities and entering nuclear plants. The
Transportation Security Administration (TSA) considers a current passport
or military ID acceptable identification for boarding an aircraft. For more
information on Ohio’s REAL ID compliant license, visit bmv.ohio.gov.

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By Robin Jones
yber Monday kicks off the
busy season for more than
just online retailers and deliv-
ery services. It also opens
high season for porch pirates.

Of course, thieves who steal pack-
ages from homes operate year-round,
but they’re particularly active during
the holidays. If you order gifts online,
you risk becoming one of their vic-
tims. But there are ways to protect
your purchases, including:

Have your packages delivered to a
secure location - Many retailers allow
you to opt for in-store pickup when
you order online. You also can have
packages sent to a UPS store or U.S.
Postal Service (USPS) office, designat-
ed brick-and-mortar retailers, or to an
Amazon Locker facility. Your apart-
ment complex’s leasing office also
might accept packages.

Sign up for delivery alerts - Some
retailers will send you an email or text
when your package is dropped off,
and most delivery services have apps
that allow you to track packages. That
way, you can make sure you are home
to receive the package or you can ask a
neighbor to collect it for you.

Install a security camera - A front-

package pirates. Even if it doesn’t, it
will record the theft and give you evi-
dence to bolster any claim you make.
Place a lockbox at your doorstep -

your property. After placing a package
inside, a delivery person can secure it

with a combination lock. If a package
is stolen, you have a few avenues for
resolution, including:

Contact the retailer who sold you
the item - Many sellers will provide
a replacement or refund if you call
customer service and explain what

happened.

File a claim with the delivery ser-
vice - If the retailer doesn’t respond or
attempt to resolve the issue, you can
reach out to the outfit that delivered
the package. FedEx, UPS, DHL and
the USPS allow you to submit a claim
for lost, damaged or delayed packages.

Call your credit card company -
Most credit cards provide purchase
protection, which reimburses you for
items that are damaged or stolen, as
long as you paid for the item entirely
on the card and file the claim within
a certain number of days of the pur-
chase. Some high-value items aren’t
covered, though, and some credit card
companies require you to file a police
report or insurance claim first.

Talk to your insurance agent - A
package stolen from your porch was
on your property, so it is covered by
your homeowners or rental insurance.
However, your deductible applies if
you file a claim, as do any limits on
certain items.

Tragedies up importance of Move Over law

Not taking precaution

low down! And move over!

It’s a simple request, one that
drivers should have no trouble
following, particularly as the

holiday season approaches. Too often,
it’s ignored, especially when it comes to
roadside-assistance workers.

An average of 24 emergency respond-
ers, including tow providers, are struck
and killed by vehicles while working at
the roadside each year - meaning some-
one is killed, on average, every other
week.

In 2019, 44 emergency responders in
the US. - including 14 tow-truck drivers
- died after being hit as they were work-
ing by the roadside.

Startling data from the AAA
Foundation for Traffic Safety finds that
among drivers who do not comply
with Move Over laws, 42% thought this
behavior was somewhat or not danger-
ous to emergency-roadside workers. This
demonstrates that drivers may not real-
ize how risky it is for those working or
stranded along highways near moving
traffic.

To protect these individuals, AAA and
other traffic-safety advocates worked
tirelessly to get Move Over laws passed in
all 50 states and the District of Columbia.
Yet, the AAA Foundation finds that near-
ly a quarter of those surveyed (23%) are
unaware of the Move Over law in the
state in which they live.

Meanwhile, among those who are

aware of their state’s Move Over laws,
15% report not understanding the
potential consequences for violating the
law.

The cost of fines varies from state to
state, but they can be expensive. Penalty
points could be added, as well as a misde-
meanor charge for failure to move over or
slow down when approaching an emer-
gency vehicle, tow truck, utility vehi-
cle or road-maintenance vehicle with

flashing lights on the side of the road.

These tragic accidents extend beyond
tow providers and emergency respond-
ers. More than 1,600 people have been
struck and killed while outside a disabled
vehicle since 2015.

Drivers are increasingly distracted
while driving. Previous AAA Foundation
research found that motorists are as
much as four times as likely to crash if
they are talking on a cell phone while

leading to deaths of emergency responders

driving and eight times as likely to be in
a crash if texting.

AAA clubs have participated in edu-
cational initiatives regarding Move
Over laws by creating public-service
announcements and contacting state
officials. AAA is committed to raising
awareness of Move Over laws and the
dangers associated with working at the
roadside.

These laws require drivers to move
over one lane or slow down when
approaching an incident where tow
providers, police, firefighters or emer-
gency-medical-service crews are working
at the roadside. Many states also have
expanded their laws to cover vehicles
like utility and municipal fleets, as well
as disabled vehicles.

To protect roadside workers, drivers
with disabled vehicles and others, AAA
offers these precautionary tips:

e Remain alert, avoid distractions

and focus on the task of driving.

* Keep an eye out for situations where
emergency vehicles, tow trucks,
utility-service vehicles or disabled
vehicles are stopped on the side of
the road.

e When you see these situations,
slow down and, if possible, move
over one lane and away from the
people and vehicles stopped on the
side of the road.

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Winter chill can put battery in a bind

AAA replacements rellable, ease your concerns

t shouldn’t be assumed the

2023-24 winter season will be sim-

ilar to last season’s. It’s likely snow

and colder temperatures could be
on the horizon. Frigid wind-chills and
icy conditions add to the wear and tear
on vehicles, particularly batteries.

It’s an ideal time to have your car’s
battery tested to be assured it’s ready
for the upcoming winter season.
Batteries are delicate and could lose
charge with the first wave of chilly
conditions. Cold and damp weather
can take a toll on an electrical system
overburdened by defrosts, windshield
wipers and lights. It’s never too early
to be prepared.

Lead-acid batteries’ lifespans
depend on a variety of factors, but only
30% of new ones will last three years.
Batteries must work under tempera-
ture extremes and withstand constant
shocks and vibrations.

It might seem as if batteries that
are used less often should have better
lifespans, but that isn’t always the case.
Batteries could drain more quickly if
the car is driven 20 minutes or fewer,
causing the battery never to fully
charge. Batteries that are deeply dis-
charged or rest idly for long periods of
time are more vulnerable to sulfation,
a buildup of lead-sulphate crystals, the
primary cause of premature-battery
failure.

New cars require a steady flow of

electricity to control multiple onboard
computers and powertrain features,
such as stop-start technology, heated
seats, wireless hotspots and video dis-
plays that keep the vehicle running
smoothly. Reduced hours of daylight
result in more use of headlights and
heating - all of which take tolls on the
battery’s power reserve.

Pacific. Tiny jewels scatter
some 1,300 miles from New Zealand to
create a paradise travelers yearn to visit.

More than 300 islands - 106 are
inhabited - comprise a country formed
by volcanic activity around 150 million
years ago. Beauty sprang from explo-
sions and Fiji hasn’t looked back since.

This sparce nation attracts nearly
700,000 guests annually. They come
to celebrate their honeymoons, take a
bucket list vacation, surf, seek adven-
ture and appreciate the archipelago’s
toasty waves and coral reef.

Fiji affords you the delectable feeling
of seclusion, keeping you as far away
from reality as possible. Fiji Bitter beer
whets your palate while watching the
sun dip below the horizon. Birds chirp
under a blanket of blue skies, dotted by
pillowy clouds. The scent of saltwater
wafts from the ocean. The experience
leaves you awestruck.

Fiji lures visitors with its aquamarine
waters and soft, warm sands that are
found outside the doors of its myriad of
resorts. Snorkel with manta rays in the
Yasawas - a chain of 20 islands blessed
with sparkling blue lagoons. Scuba dive
near Taveuni - Fiji’s third-largest island
and home of the worldly renowned

about the surfing.

Fiji is an indelible destination that
flaunts beauty in many ways. The
depth of its character has no boundary.

The Garden of the Sleeping Giant

steals your attention away from the
beach. Located in the foothills of
Nausori Highlands, it's known for its
vibrant collection of orchids once part
of a private collection owned by TV
actor Raymond Burr. Take a “jungle
walk” past a lily pond and through a
native forest. It's gorgeous, peaceful
and a popular place to have a wedding

ceremony.

Coral Coast is centrally located on
the southwest side of Viti Levu and is
populated by resorts and hotels. Pearly
white sands nibble against crystal-clear
waters to create a perfect setting.

Visit the Sri Siva Subramaniya
Temple - the largest Hindu temple in
the Pacific. Masterful Dravidian archi-
tecture and lively colors bring the tem-
ple to life.

Vilavilairevo is Fijian for “jumping in
the oven” and describes the practice of
firewalking, a local practice that origi-
nated with a man named Tunaiviqalita
of Beqa Island, who convinced a spirit
god to allow him to have the ability to
walk over scalding stones. Who can
doubt it? Firewalking ceremonies take
place at resorts throughout Fiji.

Port Denarau has a marina, shop-
ping district, restaurants and a golf
course. The Fiji Museum is filled with
artifacts that span 3,700 years. Hop
in a mud pool to absorb its healing
properties - according to locals. Or
zipline, hike, splash down water slides
or admire the animals at Kula Wild
Adventure Park in Sigatoka.

Fiji might seem like a world away,
but it’s a worldly experience you won’t
soon forget.

Honing teen driving habits a challenge

Monitoring, spotting reckless patterns lessen odds of crash

arental anxiety escalates
when their teenage children
begin driving. It’s a natural
and expected reaction.

Operating a motor vehicle could
be considered a child’s first respon-
sibility that puts the lives of others
at risk. Taking a defensive approach
behind the wheel rarely is more
important.

The steps are simple: Buckle seat-
belts, put away smartphones, honor
the speed limit and reduce distrac-
tions. It’s a map to a safe-driving
experience.

Teenagers should be scrutinized.
Their limited understanding of vehi-
cles and the roads on which they are
traveling could put them in precar-
ious situations. Traffic serves as an
added burden. Congested highways
escalate the need for younger drivers
to remain on the defensive.

This puts an added onus on par-
ents to learn if their teenagers are
prepared drivers. The more parents
discover about their kids’ habits, the
less likely they are to suffer collisions.

Parents shouldn’tignore their kids’
driving habits. Riding with them
provides an opportunity to observe
their patterns. Are they accelerating
through yellow lights, not using turn
signals, failing to check blind spots,

improperly merging into lanes or
getting upset at other drivers? These
are easily recognizable, but it’s only
the beginning.

Young drivers rarely should be
traveling with a group of passengers.
Traveling with friends encourages
teens to take morerisks. Peer pressure
might force them to drive faster than

the speed limit or maneuver illegally
on the roadways. Motorists, ages 16
to 17, increase their odds of being
killed in an accident by 44% when
traveling with an additional young
passenger. That risk doubles with two
passengers, and quadruples if three
or more passengers are in the vehicle.

Technology makes cars more fun

to drive, but at the expense of drivers
losing their focus. Drivers too often
make phone calls, answer texts in
moving vehicles or check social-me-
dia sites. More than one-third of
teens admit they respond to text
messages while driving, and more
than half answer phone calls.

Cars overflowing with fast-food
wrappers is anothersign. The drivers
likely are eating while driving and
paying lesser attention to the road.

Teen drivers breaking curfew
restrictions is a red flag. Some states
enforce laws that forbid drivers 18
and younger from operating cars
between 11 p.m. and 5 a.m. Those
pushing curfew could be more likely
to break speed limits and run stop
lights to make it home in time.

It is essential drivers hear what
is happening around them as well
as see it. Teens blasting loud music
diminish their ability to hear audible
cues from other drivers, particularly
a horn or another vehicle accelerat-
ing nearby.

Car accidents are a leading cause
of death for teenagers. It’s impossi-
ble for parents to continuously mon-
itor their children’s driving habits
but identifying aggressive patterns
should lessen the odds of an accident
occurring.
